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Abstract

Fang Da Ren Quan Ge is a traditional script of Chaozhou folk songs. It obtains
materials from local people’ s stories in Chaoshan district and depicts a celebrity
named Fang Yao who had great influence over Chaoshan district in late Qing dynasty.
It is recorded in @ing Shi Gao that Fang Yao started his career as a solider and
reached his first achievement by suppressing the revolt of Taiping army, and then
he was exalted to the general of navy in Guangdong province for great accomplishment
and contribution. The script mainly describes Fang’ s most legendary stories: one
is suppression of Taiping army Chen Jingang’ s revolt, and the other is the victory
over the battle with the landlords and transaction of long—pended cases.

This thesis makes a separate study towards a work of the script of Chaozhou
folk songs. The literary creation of Fang Da Ren Quan Ge is mature. Within a sound
structure, the stories unfold around the center. The script takes advantage of
both rhythms and essays in harmonious way as well as inserts peculiar sentence
types in coordination with the twist of storyline . It remains various narrative
styles of traditional narrating and singing arts sourced from Chinese serial folk
story—telling art to highlight story to attract the readers. The characters molding
also impresses the readers. The script gives vivid personality to the hero Fang
Yao , and creates him and molds his image from different angles , meanwhile, it gives
prominence to the supporting roles’ images molding by focusing on certain
characteristic.

Since the author created the script by collecting local materials, the stories
mainly correspond to local historical reference. Moreover, the living conditions
of local people and the society recorded in the script provides precious historical
reference which reflects the culture, conditions and society in Chaoshan district
in late Qing dynasty.

Fang Da Ren Quan Ge takes the great value both for literature study and
historical research, which can also be shown in the study and research on the script

of Chaozhou folk songs. As so far, the majority of the study on the script of
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Chaozhou folk songs is integral study instead of separate study on a single work.
Compared with the integral study, the separate study, as a prospective subject,
provides more room for exploring and is indispensable to the further study on the

script of Chaozhou folk songs.
