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Inheritance and Development of "Teochew Songbook” in the School-Based Music Curriculum of
Teochew Middle Schools

Abstract

"Teochew Song Book", commonly known as "Singing Book", is an ancient
form of Chinese opera in Chaoshan, Guangdong Province, which first appeared
in the Ming Dynasty according to historical records, has a profound history and
unique literary value, and is a precious legacy of the excellent traditional Chinese
culture. During the "Cultural Revolution”, the "Teochew Song Book" was once
on the verge of being lost. Since the reform and opening up, the state has
introduced encouraging and supporting policies for the prosperity of cultural
undertakings. In order to protect this excellent traditional culture, "Teochew
Songbook" was listed as the second batch of national intangible cultural heritage
in 2008, but its protection should not only stop at the static heritage of data
collection, but also focus on its living heritage.

The Circular on the Comprehensive Implementation of School Aesthetic
Education Infiltration Action issued by the Ministry of Public Education provides
policy support for the development of school-based art programs in schools.
Through the art of having local cultural characteristics of the school-based
curriculum, so that students in the aesthetic education to appreciate the charm of
the excellent traditional Chinese culture. Let the campus become the inheritance
base of non-material cultural heritage; students become the audience and
inheritors of non-material cultural heritage. Based on this background, it is
envisioned that a school-based curriculum with the content of "Teochew
Songbook" in a local secondary school in Chaozhou will promote the living
transmission of this "intangible cultural heritage” in the campus, and it 1s also a
useful exploration of the incorporation of aesthetic education into the
construetion of local culture.

This study consists of the following three parts. First, the study uses the
documentary research method and the inductive method to explain the
inheritance value and the development basis of the "Teochew Songbook” in the
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music curriculum of Teochew secondary schools. Secondly, using field research
method and interview method, the study focuses on "creative transformation and

innovative development" and applies the concept of "two creations” to develop
the school-based secondary school music curriculum of "Teochew Songbook™.
Thirdly, according to the current situation of "Teochew Songbook" and the
author's experience, we put forward specific implementation countermeasures
from the three perspectives of constructing a school-based curriculum system,
building a campus inheritance base, and displaying non-genetic inheritance
activities, and at the same time, we use questionnaires to collect the feedbacks
and evaluations from local teachers.

Based on the above research, the development of the "Teochew Songbook"
secondary school music school-based curriculum helps to implement the policy
of aesthetic education and improve students' artistic core literacy; it helps to
consolidate the cultural foundation and promote socialist core values; it helps to
pass on the "Teochew Songbook" and promote students' self-awareness of
inheriting and protecting the Chinese superior traditional music. It helps to
consolidate the cultural foundation and promote the core socialist values.
Therefore, integrating the "Teochew Songbook" into the secondary school music
school-based curriculum is not only an innovative exploration of the
school-based curriculum, but also a powerful promotion of the inheritance and

development of traditional culture.
